TWENTY-SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

First Reading: Isaiah 5:1-7

This passage about the failure of the Lord’s vineyard is a
metaphor for the ingratitude of the people of Israel and
Judah. In tones of sadness and rebuke, the Lord asks, “What
more was there to do for my vineyard?”

Second Reading: Philippians 4:6-9

In a moving appeal to the Philippians, Paul exhorts them to
embrace all that is pure, decent, and admirable; then God's
peace will be theirs.

Gospel: Matthew 21:33-43

In another rebuke to the chief priests and the elders, Jesus
recounts a parable in which the owner of a vineyard leases
his vineyard to tenant farmers. When the owner sends his
servants and even his son to claim his rightful share of the
crops, the tenants kill all of them. With some bitterness,
Jesus warns the chief priests that “the Kingdom of God will
be taken away from you and given to people that will yield a
rich harvest.

We see Jesus' promise to His
disciples after the Resurrection fulfilled: "Behold, I am with
you always, until the end of the age." [Mt28:20] We respond
to the priest's announcement of this mystery of our faith with

an acclamation. We draw from St. Paul's words to the
Corinthians: "for as often as you eat this bread and drink this
cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until He
comes." [1Cor11:26]

A. We proclaim your Death, O Lord, and profess your

B. When we eat this Bread and drink this Cup, we
proclaim your death, O Lord, until you come again.
A third option proclaims the saving power of Jesus' death and
resurrection while drawing on the words of the Samaritans
who, after encountering Jesus, came to believe in Him,
saying, "We know that this is indeed the Savior of the
world." [Jn4:42]

C. Save us, Savior of the world, for by your Cross and
Resurrection you have set us free.

Martyr writing in the second century states: "when the
prayers and eucharist are finished, all the people present
give their assent with an 'Amen’, giving praise and glory to
God, in a special way, to the three divine Persons of the
Trinity." This Amen affirms the validity, the trueness, of
what has been said.

When the Levites sang, "Blessed be the Lord, the God of
Israel, from everlasting to everlasting," the people joined in
this blessing of God by exclaiming, "Amen!" [1Chr16:36]
When Ezra read the book of the law in a solemn ceremony,
he concluding by blessing the Lord, and the people
answered, "Amen, Amen." [Neh8:6] And most notably, how
the angels fell down in worship before God's throne, saying,
"Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and
honor and power and might be to our God for ever and ever!
Amen." [Rv7:12]
